1. GENERAL
1.1. The terms, conditions and specifications contained in these bid documents must be considered the minimum standard acceptable to the Humboldt County Communications Department.  Any deviations, modifications or alternates proposed hereto must be specific and clarified by the bidder, in writing, using the EXCEPTION SUMMARY form attached hereto.

1.2. As used in this clause, the term “brand name” includes identification of products by make and model.  Items called for by this bid document have been identified by a “brand name” or equal, such identification is intended to be descriptive but not restrictive, and is to indicate the quality and characteristics of the product(s) that will be acceptable to the Humboldt County Communications Department.

1.3. Only new equipment/materials/accessories must be proposed under this bid.  Bidding of demonstrator, used equipment / materials / accessories must be specifically prohibited.

1.4. Equipment/materials/accessories must be of current design and manufacture.  Equipment/ materials/accessories furnished by the bidder having serious defects, corrosion, or scratches which tend to present an “other than new” appearance must be promptly replaced or such defects promptly corrected by the bidder at no cost to the Humboldt County Communications Department, or its joiners.  Should the Humboldt County Communications Department receive any product(s) and/or material(s) not conforming to the requirements of these bid documents, they must be returned and replaced at the bidder’s expense.

1.5. All equipment/materials/accessories/services proposed and furnished must comply with the most current OSHA, NOSHA, EPA, federal, state and local laws, regulations, ordinances and/or statutes applicable thereto.

1.6. Invitations to bid which specifically specify “USED” equipment, materials and/or accessories will be excluded from the foregoing provisions of Sections 1.3 - 1.5.

1.7. The evaluation of bids and the determination as to the quality of the product(s) or services offered must be the responsibility of the Humboldt County Communications Department and will be based on information furnished by the bidder in his/her proposal, as well as other information reasonably available.

2. PREPARATION OF BIDS
2.1. Bids must be submitted on forms attached hereto and made an integral part hereof and presented according to the instructions for SUBMISSION OF BIDS.

2.2. Bidders are expected to examine these documents carefully.  Failure to do so will be at the bidder’s risk.

2.3. Bidders are urged to proofread their bids carefully for any errors.

2.4. Any irregularities or lack of clarity in any of the bid documents should be brought to the attention of the Humboldt County Communications Department as soon as possible so that corrective addenda may be furnished to all bidders.

2.5. Alterations or erasures must be crossed out and the corrections thereof printed in ink or typewritten adjacent thereto.  Any corrections must be initialed, in ink, by each person signing the bid.

2.6. Alterations or erasures must be crossed out and the corrections thereof printed in ink or typewritten adjacent thereto.  Any corrections must be initialed, in ink, by each person signing the bid.

2.7. In the case of a difference between written words and figures, the amount stated in written words must govern.

2.8. In the case of a difference between a unit price and the extended price, the unit price must govern.
3. SUBMISSION OF BIDS
3.1. All bid documents (this bid packet in its entirety) and addenda thereto must be intact and enclosed in a sealed envelope addressed to the Humboldt County Clerk’s Office, Courthouse Room 207, 50 West Fifth Street, Winnemucca, Nevada 89445.

3.2. All bids must be SEALED and clearly marked as specified on the INVITATION TO BID attached hereto.

3.3. All bids received after the date and time set for receipt will be REJECTED.
3.4. Bids may be modified by written notice, provided such notice is received prior to the date and time set for receipt of bids.
3.5. Faxed bids and bid modifications will not be accepted.

4. WITHDRAWAL OF BIDS
4.1. Bids may be withdrawn by written notice, provided such notice is received prior to the date and time set for receipt of bids.

4.2. Notice of withdrawals received after the bid opening will not be considered.

5. BONDING REQUIREMENTS
5.1. When a bid bond is specified on the INVITATION TO BID, bid must be accompanied by a surety company bid bond, cash or by certified or cashier's check made payable to Humboldt County in an amount not less than five (5%) percent of the amount bid.

5.2. Upon written notification of bid award, if successful bidder refuses to enter into a contract or if the successful bidder fails to furnish any payment/performance bond required under the SPECIFICATIONS attached hereto within fifteen (15) days after contract award, the amount of the bid security must be forfeited to the Humboldt County Communications Department as liquidated damages, not as a penalty.

5.3. Bid bonds of the three (3) lowest bidders will be retained until the successful bidder has received written notice of contract award and has filed any required performance/payment bonds, the specified time has elapsed so that bids may be withdrawn, or all bids have been rejected.

6. AWARD OF CONTRACT
6.1. The Humboldt County Communications Department reserves the right to not select any bids if funding from the USDA is not secured through the present loan/grant process.

6.2. The Humboldt County Communications Department reserves the right to reject any or all bids or any part thereof, and to waive any informalities or irregularities.

6.3. The Humboldt County Communications Department reserves the right to withhold contract award for a period of forty-five (45) days from the date of bid opening.

6.4. The Humboldt County Communications Department reserves the right to award in whole or in part, by item, group of items, or by section where such action would serve the Department’s best interest.  Invitations to Bid identified on the basis of "All or Nothing" are excluded from this provision.

6.5. The Humboldt County Communications Department will award contract on the basis of the bid or bids most advantageous to the Department, and will do so pursuant to the provisions of the State of Nevada Local Government Purchasing Act, Chapter 332 of the Nevada Revised Statutes.  In determining whether a bid is most advantageous, in addition to price, the County may consider the following:
6.5.1. The ability, capacity and skill of the bidder to perform the contract or provide the service required;
6.5.2. Whether the bidder can perform the contract or provide the service promptly, and within the time specified without delay or interference;
6.5.3. The character, integrity, reputation, judgment, experience and efficiency of the bidder;
6.5.4. The quality of performance on previous contracts;
6.5.5. Previous compliance with laws or ordinances by the bidder;
6.5.6. The financial responsibility of the bidder to perform under the contract or provide the service;
6.5.7. The limitations of any license the bidder may be required to possess;
6.5.8. The quality, availability and adaptability of the product or service;
6.5.9. The ability of the bidder to provide future maintenance and/or service;
6.5.10. The number and scope of conditions and exceptions attached to the bid;
6.5.11. The life cycle, maintenance and performance of the equipment or product being offered;
6.5.12. The best interests of the public; and

6.5.13. Any other basis as allowed by NRS Chapter 332 or by applicable law.

6.6. A written notice of contract award and/or purchase order, mailed or otherwise furnished by the Humboldt County Communications Department to the successful bidder, is a binding contract without further action by either party and is contingent upon receipt of any required performance/payment bond.  Only notices of contract award and/or purchase orders issued by the Humboldt County Communications Department must be honored as award of this bid.

6.7. The Humboldt County Communications Department will notify all unsuccessful bidders, in writing, after the award of contract, and will return any surety held as provided by Section 5.3 of these TERMS AND CONDITIONS.

6.8. The work must commence within five (5) calendar days after the date of the notice to proceed and must be completed within ninety (90) calendar days after the date of the Notice to Proceed.

6.9. A Labor & Material Payment Bond and a Performance & Completion Bond, each in an amount equal to fifty percent (50%) of the total contract sum, must be provided by the contractor, within fifteen (15) days of receipt of award of contract.
7. DEFAULT OF CONTRACT
7.1. In case of default by the successful bidder, the Department may procure the product(s) or service(s) from other sources and hold the successful bidder responsible for any excess cost occasioned thereby.

7.2. If necessity requires the use of materials or supplies not conforming to the specifications, they may be accepted and payment thereof must be made at a proper adjustment in price.

7.3. Default by the bidder, in any manner, including failure or refusal to furnish any product(s) and or service(s) at the price and/or within the time specified in the bid, may be considered cause to commence with proceedings against any surety held and/or assess liquidated damages direct or consequential arising out of the failure of the bidder to perform under the contract.

8. BUSINESS LICENSE
8.1. The successful bidder and sub-contractors must obtain the appropriate Humboldt County and/or City of Winnemucca business license within ten (10) business days of bid award.

9. PAYMENT
9.1. The Humboldt County Communications Department agrees to provide timely payment to the successful bidder upon presentation of a complete and descriptive invoice, when performance under the contract has been completed and fulfilled on the part of the bidder to the satisfaction of the Humboldt County Communications Department.


10. RIGHT OF JOINDER CONTRACTS
NOTE:  Joinder contracts not applicable on construction project bids and bids for used equipment/materials.
10.1. The Humboldt County Communications Department must act as the situs of this contract and reserves the right, pursuant to Nevada Revised Statutes, Chapter 332, Section 195, to allow other public entities, whose requirements and standards coincide herewith, to affect joinder contracts during the period of bid solicitation, evaluation, recommendation and award.

10.2. Any entity, joining herewith, must have and reserve any and all rights as stipulated for and in behalf of the Humboldt County Communications Department, and must be given equal consideration.

10.3. It must be the intent and purpose for each public entity, joining herewith, to commit a purchase order and pay for such equipment, material(s), or product(s) by means of their individual accounting and purchasing departments.

11. INDEMNIFICATION
11.1. The successful bidder must be required to indemnify and hold Humboldt County, including its joiners, officers, employees and its agents, harmless from any liability with respect to, but not limited to, claims for damages as a result of bodily injury, sickness, disease, death or property damage arising or resulting from the bidder fulfilling his responsibilities according to the bid document and subsequent contract.

12. COPYRIGHTS AND PATENTS
12.1. The successful bidder hereby guarantees that s/he will have full legal right of all processes, programs, methods, and techniques employed under the construction, production, and performance of the contract, and agrees to pay all rents, fees, and royalties of every description on any and all patents or patent rights, or copyrights, covering said processes, programs, methods or techniques.

13. GUARANTEE AND WARRANTY
13.1. The successful bidder agrees that any warranty or guarantee as provided for herein or in the specifications must not be considered as the exclusive remedy of the Humboldt County Communications Department, or its joiners, for any default in any respect by the bidder, but such warranty or guarantee must be considered to be in addition to any right or remedy hereunder or allowed by law, equity or statute.

14. FEES
14.1. Any fees, such as title, transport or set-up fees, must be included as part of the bid amount.

15. TAXES
15.1. The Humboldt County Communications Department, and its joiners, are tax exempt public entities and are not subject to federal excise, state or local taxes. Exemption numbers or certificates must be furnished on request.
16. PRICE REDUCTIONS
16.1. In the event that during the term of the contract the successful bidder must reduce any or all prices charged to any or all customers other than the Humboldt County Communications Department, or its joiners, for the same equipment of the equivalent quantity, quality, delivery, performance and warranty, as said equipment specified herein, the successful bidder(s) must make an equivalent reduction for the Humboldt County Communications Department, and its joiners, in corresponding prices.

17. COLLUSION, DISCRIMINATION AND/OR PRICE FIXING
17.1. The bidder certifies that any and all prices with which s/he may charge under the terms of the contract do not, and will not, violate any existing federal, state or municipal laws or regulations concerning discrimination and/or price fixing. The bidder agrees to indemnify, exonerate, and hold the Humboldt County Communications Department, and any of its joiners, harmless from liability for any such violation now and throughout the term of the contract.

18. ACKNOWLEDGMENT


18.1. The successful bidder understands and acknowledges, when signing this bid solicitation, that if s/he fails to provide the product(s) and/or service(s) in accordance with the requirements of the delivery schedule, or if s/he fails to satisfy the requirements of these documents by not performing in accordance therewith, that such failure must be deemed due to lack of action, or non-performance on the part of the successful bidder and that the penalties contained in these documents must be applied.  Further, s/he understands and acknowledges, that if such product(s) and/or service(s), supplied pursuant hereto, fail to meet or satisfy the requirements of any warranty or guarantee, provided by him/her, that any loss or cost incurred, due to the lack of action or non-performance on his/her part, may result in proceedings against surety, assessment of liquidated damages and/or litigation by the Humboldt County Communications Department for relief therefrom.

19. BACKGROUND CHECKS
19.1. The bidders understands that if successful all employees that work on the installation of the upgrade must submit to a finger print back ground check and or checked for any criminal activity. This is a requirement to access the secure facility.
20. FUNDING OUT CLAUSE
20.1. In the event Humboldt County fails to obligate requisite funds for the ensuing fiscal year(s) for payment of amounts due against an agreement resulting from this solicitation, necessitating cancellation of the agreement, the successful proposer(s) must agree to hold Humboldt County free from any charge or penalty.  Any resultant contract is subject to the availability of appropriated funds.
21. INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS
21.1. Successful proposer(s) must procure and maintain Comprehensive or Commercial General Liability Insurance (occurrence form) covering personal injury, death, and property damage from a carrier licensed to do business in the State of Nevada with a Best rating of A.VII or above.  Minimum acceptable policy limits must be in an amount of not less than two million dollars ($2,000,000), combined, single limit, occurrence based policy, in a form satisfactory to Humboldt County.  A certificate of insurance evidencing said coverage must be supplied by the successful proposer upon request, naming Humboldt County as an additional insured under the liability policy.  The liability policy must contain a provision that such policy must not be cancelled until thirty (30) days prior written notice of cancellation has been received by the City. 

21.1.1. Proposer must, at its expense, obtain and keep in force a policy of fire, theft and other perils insurance covering its and the County’s structures and contents.

21.1.2. Successful proposer must upon request, deliver to Humboldt County evidence of worker’s compensation as required by the State of Nevada.
22. PROTEST OF AWARD OF CONTRACT
22.1. Pursuant to NRS 332.068, a person who submits a bid on a contract that is required to be advertised pursuant to paragraph (a) of subsection 1 of NRS 332.039 may, after the bids are opened and within the period specified by the governing body or its authorized representative, file with the governing body or its authorized representative a notice of protest regarding the awarding of the contract.

22.2. A notice of protest must include a written statement setting forth with specificity the reasons the person filing the notice believes the applicable provisions of law were violated.
22.3. A person filing a notice of protest may be required by the governing body or its authorized representative, at the time the notice of protest is filed, to post a bond with a good and solvent surety authorized to do business in this State or submit other security, in a form approved by the governing body or its authorized representative, to the governing body or its authorized representative who must hold the bond or other security until a determination is made on the protest. A bond posted or other security submitted with a notice of protest must be in an amount equal to the lesser of:
22.3.1. Twenty-five percent of the total value of the bid submitted by the person filing the notice of protest; or
22.3.2. Two hundred fifty thousand dollars.
22.4. A notice of protest filed in accordance with the provisions of this section operates as a stay of action in relation to the awarding of any contract until a determination is made by the governing body or its authorized representative on the protest.
22.5. A person who submits an unsuccessful bid may not seek any type of judicial intervention until the governing body or its authorized representative has made a determination on the protest and awarded the contract.
22.6. A governing body or its authorized representative is not liable for any costs, expenses, attorney’s fees, loss of income or other damages sustained by a person who submits a bid, whether or not the person files a notice of protest pursuant to this section.
22.7. If the protest is upheld, the bond posted or other security submitted with the notice of protest must be returned to the person who posted the bond or submitted the security. If the protest is rejected, a claim may be made against the bond or other security by the governing body or its authorized representative in an amount equal to the expenses incurred by the governing body or its authorized representative because of the unsuccessful protest. OVERVIEW
Humboldt County Communications Department is currently accepting proposals to furnish and install a video surveillance system for the Humboldt County Sheriff’s Office Adult Detention Center. The existing video surveillance and recording systems has been in place and added onto since the original construction of the facility, which was completed in 1993.  It is our intent to replace and modernize the facility to current industry standards. This includes removing the existing analog video surveillance and recording system and migrating to PoE IP cameras. A VMS (Video Management System) will also be required for the purposes of viewing camera streams in multiple locations concurrently. 
The current analog camera system must stay operational during the installation of the IP cameras. The current system is located in a back room from Central Control. There are several viewing monitors in Central Control, Housing Pod and the Booking area to allow employees to monitor the detention facility. These locations must have the ability to switch camera streams in a mosaic layout. Actual recording and setup must be password protected. 
The system must function on the current network, with a provided IP schema. Any workstations necessary for purposes of viewing cameras must be OEM; the must not be “custom” built. Workstations must have Windows 10 Pro and will be managed by local domain administrators. Remote access for service and installation will be overseen by local administrators. If software is required to access the IP system, it must be made available for local administrators to distribute as necessary.
There are two main distribution points in the facility connected with multi-mode fiber optic cable that should facilitate shorter and easier wire runs. 
23. SCOPE OF WORK
23.1. Furnish and installation of video surveillance system.  The system includes but is not limited to:
23.1.1. Video Management System (VMS)

23.1.1.1. User friendly interface.
23.1.1.2. All licensing included with proposal with ability to upgrade. 
23.1.1.3. Backup recordings to DVD or Local storage.
23.1.1.4. 90 day retention.
23.1.2. Power over Ethernet (PoE) video surveillance cameras

23.1.2.1. Server-less functionality and back-up.
23.1.3. Power over Ethernet (PoE) Switches

23.1.3.1. Manufacture: Upon approval

23.1.4. Cat 6 wiring

23.1.5. Uninterruptible power supplies

23.1.6. Workstations to access VMS.

23.2. Removal of old analog cameras and wiring.
24. VMS (Video Management System) REQUIREMENTS
24.1. VMS must be compatible with existing IP cameras.

24.2. Must support different resolutions during recordings. Able to select area of coverage to detect motion for recording and search by object.
24.3. Must support these video formats for recording: H.264, MJPEG, MPEG-4, MxPEG, JPEG2000, 360°.
24.4. VMS must to be able to export directly to DVD, and export to file in MPEG-4 and AVI.
24.5. Must dewarp 360° and create multiple streams with unique profiles for every camera.
24.6. Must be able to export a minimum of six (6) cameras with audio at the same time for playback synchronous recording.
24.7. Security access must support multiple users with various levels of access. VMS must be capable of third party software integration. VMS upgrades should be license driven for upgrades.
24.8. Must run on a UPS with Battery Backup for a period of one (1) hour.
24.9. Must be able to access directly though IP address to enable access from other networks
25. STORAGE REQUIREMENTS
25.1. The NAS (Network Attached Storage) or SAN (Storage Area Network) must have a minimum requirement of ninety (90) days of storage. The storage must use a First In First Out method to not exceed maximum storage available. Storage should be able to upgrade as necessary.
25.2. Software to backup recordings must be capable of running on Microsoft Windows 7 Pro, Windows 10 Pro, Windows Server 2008 R2, and Windows 2012.
26. CAMERA REQUIREMENTS
26.1. Video surveillance cameras must be Internet Protocol (IP) based.
26.2. IP camera must be powered via PoE (Power over Ethernet).
26.3. The IP camera must be able to simultaneously work with a VMS (Video Management System) and also capable of recording separately to a NAS/SAN. 
26.4. In the event of network failure must be able to write to a local SD card on the camera.
26.5. IP Camera must have built in audio microphone.
26.6. IP Cameras must be able to operate in harsh environments. Outside IP Camera operating Temp Rang -20 F to 140 F.
26.7. Dome Camera’s: Smoke color dome, clear color dome. Must support MJPEG and MxPEG video codecs. Must be capable of two way lip synchronous audio. Must be rated for indoor and outdoor without the use of an additional camera housing. Must have no moving parts. Must be minimum of five (5) megapixels.
26.8. Internet Protocol Dome Cameras:
26.8.1. Description: Smoke color dome, clear color dome, must be server-less and not require a network Video Recorder. Must be able to record direct to network storage, must have onboard camera storage, and must support MJPEG and MxPEG video codecs. Camera must be capable of two way lip synchronous audio. Camera must be rated for indoor and outdoor without the use of an additional camera housing. Camera must have no moving parts and must have a minimum of five (5) megapixels.
26.8.2. Manufacture: Upon approval
26.9. Internet Protocol Fisheye 360 Degree Cameras:
26.9.1. Description: Camera must dewarp the fisheye view via the cameras and not a server. Smoke color dome, clear color dome, must be server-less and not require a network Video Recorder. Must be able to record direct to network storage, must have onboard camera storage, and must support MJPEG and MxPEG video codecs. Camera must be capable of two way lip synchronous audio. Camera must be rated for indoor and outdoor without the use of an additional camera housing. Camera must have no moving parts and must have a minimum of five (5) megapixels.

26.10. Internet Protocol Fixed Cameras:
26.10.1. Description: Camera must have two lenses, five (5) megapixel day sensor and a five (5) megapixel infrared sensor with nighttime motion sensor. Must be server-less and not require a network Video Recorder. Must be able to record direct to network storage. Must have onboard camera storage, and must support MJPEG and MxPEG video codecs. Camera must be capable of two way lip synchronous audio. Camera must be rated for indoor and outdoor without the use of an additional camera housing. Camera must have no moving parts.

26.11. No PTZ Cameras.
27. SWITCH REQUIREMENTS
27.1. The PoE (Power over Ethernet) switches must be layer 2 and VLAN capable.
27.2. Must have at least four MM GBIC Fiber transceivers for trunking
27.3. Network traffic speed of all camera streams must not exceed the limit of a single Trunk port
27.4. Must be Cisco product to match current network infrastructure
27.4.1. Recommend Cisco 3650 series

27.5. All switches must run on a UPS with Battery Backup for a period of one hour
28. INSTALLATION
28.1. Install video surveillance system, raceways, and cabling in accordance with manufactures’ recommendations.
28.2. Installation of the new IP Camera system must be secure and ran in conduit in all areas where inmates will have possible access. Camera housings must be vandal proof inside all cells.
28.3. Exterior cameras must be secure and ran in conduit. Mounting of exterior cameras must be at least 12 feet high to deter vandalism.
28.4. Provide mounting brackets as required to mount system components to existing construction.
28.5. Install cable in conduit at inaccessible locations and exposed structure areas.
28.6. Cable installed in accessible ceiling areas must be routed independently and separate from facility data cabling. Cabling must be routed on D-rings and/or J-Hooks. Spacing of consecutive supports must alternate between four to six feet. Multiple cabling runs must be bundled utilizing Velcro cable tie-wraps only. Provide conduit sleeves through rated walls, barriers, and locations indicated on drawings for cable routing. 

28.7. All cabling must follow established pathways, separated from the sources of EMI, and routed in a neat and orderly manner consistent with ANSI/TIA/EIA-569-A Standards. Cable routing not in compliance must be redirected to comply, or reinstalled to comply at no cost to the owner.

30.3. Switch and patch panel installed on the provided 19” racks in the distribution rooms.
31. REMOVAL
After the VMS (Video Management System) is fully functioning and all IP cameras installed, the previous hardware must be removed.

31.1. Uninstall previous analog cameras, mounting brackets, and empty conduit. 

31.2. Uninstall power supplies and PTZ controllers in the room behind central control.

31.3. Remove old wiring above ceiling tiles.

31.4. Replace ceiling tile where previous camera housings are removed.
32. END USER TRAINING
32.1. Including all necessary instruction material.

32.2. A training program must be designated to provide a comprehensive understanding of the basic level of competence with the system. It must be sufficiently detailed to allow the end user to operate the system independent of any outside assistance.

32.3. The training plan must include detailed session outlines and related reference materials
33. SUBMITTALS
33.1. The successful bidder will provide “AS BUILT DRAWINGS” showing the location of each IP camera and cable run to it section

33.2. The successful bidder will provide a labeling scheme for all equipment, devices and cables

34. WARRANTY
34.1. Video Surveillance System must carry a three year unconditional warranty for materials, covering repair or replacement of defective parts from the date the system is accepted

34.2. A two year extended service contract must be available for purchase at the Owner’s option at the end of the warranty period
